	Our topic this half term is 'Bears'. Children will learn the story of 'Goldilocks and the Three Bears' from memory using story maps. We will be starting to learn about different species of bears and some interesting facts about bears. 
	Our theme for this half term is 'Colour My World'. We will be looking at colour, celebrations around the world, festivals and different cultures and religions.
	In the EYFS, nursery rhymes go hand in hand with learning to read. Classic nursery rhymes are great for helping children in the Early Years learn rhythm, new vocabulary words, and improve their language skills. Nursery rhymes are one of our favourite teaching tools.
	This is a topic with rich resources for talking about caring for the environment, animals, and for ourselves. It provides plenty of opportunities for outdoor learning, as well as lots of story books to link to different themes. Looking at farms that grow crops and vegetables extends the scope of this topic and allows for lots of fun with planting, growing and cooking!
	Our topic this term is Traditional Tales. The stories we will focus on and include Goldilocks and the Three Bears, Hansel and Gretel, Jack and the Beanstalk, Little Red Riding Hood, The Gingerbread Man and the Three Little Pigs, however we will also cover a selection of other stories from other cultures and traditions. 
	Water, water, everywhere! This nursery topic theme is a great way to beat the summer heat and soak up the water fun! It includes plenty of water fun activities, discovering where water comes from, and all its many uses. It is a fantastic introduction to summertime and will allow the children to learn about the ocean, the beach and sea life.

	Each day discuss new emotions or potential worries: Friends, Family, Things we like to do, Places we like to go,Share stories about their family - Explain that everyone's family is different. 

Talk about the people who live with them and whether they have other family members that do not live with them. Do they know how many people are in their family? Can they name them? How old are they?

Think about how we exercise and what happens to our bodies. Talk about favourite foods and what people can do to keep healthy - eating fruits and vegetables, washing hands before eating, using hankies - what do they do as a family?

	How do we travel? What methods of transport are there?
We will look at journeys. 

What do we celebrate? What are the signs of winter? As we start to feel more confident in our new environment, we will begin to build on our previous knowledge of phonological awareness and start to embark on learning more formal phonics and linking this to our love of books. 

We will be exploring the excitement of Christmas, learning the Christmas story, taking part in a school production and learning new creative skills.







Season Autumn/Winter

	We will encourage children to share their thoughts, feelings and experiences with their peers in small and larger groups. 

We will read and discuss a range of books, introducing vocabulary linked to our exciting topic of ‘Fantasy’.

The children will hot seat characters from the stories we read and develop their questioning skills by asking and answering ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions. We will discuss alternative endings to adventure stories and try to create our own fantasy stories. 

We will also provide children with opportunities to develop their language skills whilst retelling stories in our role play areas.

Season Winter 

	
How do things work? What are signs of Spring? This half term our topic is ‘Animals and Lifecycles.’ We will be focusing our learning around habitats, life cycles, living things – linking our learning to the key text. 

We will be learning about the names of baby animals, what they eat, and which animals produce milk etc.

We will look closely at different features of minibeasts, posing questions and identifying habitats and species. 

We will use our phonic knowledge to write captions and labels creating our own minibeast book.

	Communication and Language – Prime Area 
The development of children’s spoken language underpins all seven areas of learning and development. Children’s back-and-forth interactions from an early age form the foundations for language and cognitive development. The number and quality of the conversations they have with adults and peers throughout the day in a language-rich environment is crucial. By commenting on what children are interested in or doing, and echoing back what they say with new vocabulary added, practitioners will build children's language effectively. Reading frequently to children, and engaging them actively in stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems, and then providing them with extensive opportunities to use and embed new words in a range of contexts, will give children the opportunity to thrive. Through conversation, storytelling and role play, where children share their ideas with support and modelling from their teacher, and sensitive questioning that invites them to elaborate, children become comfortable using a rich range of vocabulary and language structures.

	Personal Social and Emotional Development  – Prime Area 
Children’s personal, social and emotional development (PSED) is crucial for children to lead healthy and happy lives, and is fundamental to their cognitive development. Underpinning their personal development are the important attachments that shape their social world. Strong, warm and supportive relationships with adults enable children to learn how to understand their own feelings and those of others. Children should be supported to manage emotions, develop a positive sense of self, set themselves simple goals, have confidence in their own abilities, to persist and wait for what they want and direct attention as necessary. Through adult modelling and guidance, they will learn how to look after their bodies, including healthy eating, and manage personal needs independently. Through supported interaction with other children, they learn how to make good friendships, co-operate and resolve conflicts peaceably. These attributes will provide a secure platform from which children can achieve at school and in later life.

	Physical Development Prime Area
Physical activity is vital in children’s all-round development, enabling them to pursue happy, healthy and active lives6. Gross and fine motor experiences develop incrementally throughout early childhood, starting with sensory explorations and the development of a child’s strength, co-ordination and positional awareness through tummy time, crawling and play movement with both objects and adults. By creating games and providing opportunities for play both indoors and outdoors, adults can support children to develop their core strength, stability, balance, spatial awareness, co-ordination and agility. Gross motor skills provide the foundation for developing healthy bodies and social and emotional well-being. Fine motor control and precision helps with hand-eye co-ordination, which is later linked to early literacy. Repeated and varied opportunities to explore and play with small world activities, puzzles, arts and crafts and the practice of using small tools, with feedback and support from adults, allow children to develop proficiency, control and confidence.

Developing a strong grounding in number is essential so that all children develop the necessary building blocks to excel mathematically. Children should be able to count confidently, develop a deep understanding of the numbers to 10, the relationships between them and the patterns within those numbers. By providing frequent and varied opportunities to build and apply this understanding - such as using manipulatives, including small pebbles and tens frames for organising counting - children will develop a secure base of knowledge and vocabulary from which mastery of mathematics is built. In addition, it is important that the curriculum includes rich opportunities for children to develop their spatial reasoning skills across all areas of mathematics including shape, space and measures. It is important that children develop positive attitudes and interests in mathematics, look for patterns and relationships, spot connections, ‘have a go’, talk to adults and peers about what they notice and not be afraid to make mistakes.

It is crucial for children to develop a life-long love of reading. Reading consists of two dimensions: language comprehension and word reading. Language comprehension (necessary for both reading and writing) starts from birth. It only develops when adults talk with children about the world around them and the books (stories and non-fiction) they read with them, and enjoy rhymes, poems and songs together. Skilled word reading, taught later, involves both the speedy working out of the pronunciation of unfamiliar printed words (decoding) and the speedy recognition of familiar printed words.
