In English, we will be continuing our RWInc programme to learn all our phonic sounds.

Belonging
We will learn about belonging and how religious people show that they belong to their faith community.
We are learning about belonging. You will learn about how religious people show they belong to their faith community. They will learn about ways babies are welcomed in religions and the promises made at weddings. They will think about their own network of belonging and how we all belong to someone.

 


	
In history we become detectives to develop an understanding of personal chronology and to learn more about our own personal history.
