English

Writing

In English, we will be using ‘The Day the crayons quit’ by Drew Daywalt, as our focus text. This is a fantastically funny picture book about crayons writing letters to their owner about how they are used. The text is a great model example of how to use exclamation marks and questions marks which is a year 2 writing target. The children will be writing their own letters to themselves as if they were their crayons. 
We will then be writing information booklets about forest school. They will focus on using conjunctions to join their sentences and extend their writing.

SPaG this term will be taught daily and a copy of each unit of spellings will be sent home in the children’s contact book for you to practice together. Spelling lists are also set on Doodle for the children to practice further.

Reading
In Guided Reading, we will exploring various short stories to help develop our retrieval skills. The children will continue to develop their fluency skills by reading longer texts more independently. They will then practice locating and recording information from various sources.  
The children have been engaging with Accelerated Reader amazingly last term and we hope this continues into the new year. Please do read with your children regularly, even if they are confident readers it is always useful to discuss what has been read. 


In Maths, we will be consolidating our knowledge of 2D and 3D shape. 
Then, we will be developing our knowledge and understanding of multiplication and division.

Dance (inside – Monday)
