Decimals, FDP and ratio
· A decimal is a way of writing a number that is not whole.
Decimal numbers are 'in between' numbers. For example, 10.4 is in between the numbers 10 and 11. It is more than 10, but less than 11.
Take care when reading the values of decimal numbers.
       4.2 means 4 and 2 tenths.
· FDP stands for Fractions, Decimals and Percentages, which are three different ways of expressing a part of a whole123. They are all equivalent, and we can convert between them. For example, "Half a cake", "0.5 of a metre" and "50% off sale" are all equivalent. Children learn about the equivalence of these in UKS2/3
· Ratio is a way of showing how much of each thing there is compared to another.
It tells us how parts are shared or mixed.
For example, if a recipe uses 2 cups of juice for every 1 cup of water, the ratio is 2 : 1.
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This term we will be focusing our learning on decimals, percentages and ratio. Having spent time on fractions, we will now look at the connection between fractions, decimals and percentages. We will then look at ratio, specifically what the ratio symbol means linking this understanding back to our knowledge of fractions and apply reasoning to problem solving questions.
